The young girl licked her lips madly, as the chocolate sauce dribbled down her chin. (determiner)
Licking her lips madly, was the young girl, as the chocolate sauces dribbled down her chin. (present participle)
Down her chin, the chocolate sauce dribbled madly, as the young girl licked her lips. (Preposition – place)
As the young girl licked her lips madly, chocolate sauce dribbled down her chin. (proposition – time)
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
