S - Sequence (KS1) or Summarise (KS2)

How to help your child with reading

Create a quiet and relaxed time for reading.
Make reading enjoyable & fun.
Be positive and praise your child.

Visit the library regularly.

Encourage your child to read a variety of texts, including

magazines and children’s newspapers.
Talk about the books and the content.
Use the internet and books to research our topic.

Ensure your child returns their home reader book each day.




Reading — Children should read a little every night. Please
record their reading in the reading planner.

Doodle Maths — An assignment will be set once a week linked to
the work we are completing in class. Children should also try to
do a daily doodle.

Spelling — Twinkl app. These are the weekly spellings we learn

in Year 2. The app has activities that the children can do with the
weekly spellings.

Spelling — Key Word Cards. These are the common exception
words for year 1 and 2. We will test the children on these once
they are secure.

Numbots (and TTRS) — these apps have the same login details.
They are a great way to practise and consolidate basic maths
skills.
